Animal protection regulations at the 

ZIVA EXOTIKA Friends of Nature meeting 

I) Organizer’s name and address

1) These regulations concerning animal protection at the public exhibition was carried out and designed for events such as „Living Exotics“ Friends of Nature  meeting (“event”) organized by Lada Curikova, Trebonske predmesti 371, 378 16, Lomnice nad Luznici, Comp. Reg. No.: 47133881 (“organizer“) 

2) As agreed upon by the Animal Protection Committee, the applicant mentioned above issues these Animal protection Regulations for the ZIVA EXOTIKA Friends of Nature meeting (“regulations”) in compliance with act. No. 246/1992 concerning animal protection against cruelty as subsequently amended. 

3) Person stated in I/1 is a person responsible for keeping and supervising the regulations securing the protection and care for the animals exhibited. 

4) In case of any serious conditions, another person responsible can be assigned for the specific event by the law-of-attorney. 

5) Organizer presents veterinary conditions regulations suitable for public exhibition or consolidated laws of Regional Veterinary Administration according to the place where the event takes place. The application must include proclamation of validity for the Regulations. After the veterinary conditions being specified and proclamation of validity is agreed upon, public exhibition application is submitted to a specific county. 

II) Regulations purposes

1) These regulations are designed to set the terms and conditions the animals can be displayed and offered at the event. 

2) These regulations do not allow using any animals for transport, tricks or theatre or musical performances, film, television programme or any performance similar to those mentioned above.  

3) The regulations do not substitute any legal regulations, especially the act no. 246/1992 concerning animal protection against cruelty as subsequently amended, act no. 166/1999 concerning veterinary care  other acts related (veterinary act), as subsequently amended (i.e. proof of animal examination, state of health documentation), act. No. 114/1992 concerning nature and landscape protection as subsequently amended (breeding, including keeping   critically endangered kinds and act no. 100/2004 concerning wild animals and plants and regulating business activities with them and other  provisions to protect these kinds and changing other acts (trade with endangered kinds), CITES – animal registration and breeding authorization  etc. 

III) Exhibition area, event purposes

1) The event takes place once a month in KD Ladvi, Praha 8 – Kobylisy, Burešova 1661/2 from 09.00 to 13.00 o’clock 

2) The event enables breeders and planters to meet, trade, sell and display exotic plants, birds, aquarium and terrarium animals, collectable products of nature, breeders’ and planters’ supplies and specialist literature. 

3) 750 m2 of exhibition area is available for the exhibition purposes. The hall is heated in winter season. 

4) Exhibition hall is equipped with power connection and source of water

IV) Animals displayed and offered at the exhibition

1) Animals suitable for interest breeds

a) Aquarium fish 

b) Amphibians: frogs, caudate amphibians 

c) Reptiles: turtles, lizards, snakes

d) Small mammals: rodents

2) Feeding animals

a) vertebrates (rodents)

3) Number of the animals displayed and offered varies and is limited by: 

a) Current combination and size of the animal kinds at the event

b) Specifications and sizes of the tanks, cages or other carrying cases (“cases”) the animals are displayed and offered in. 

c) Exhibition area capacity 

4) It is strictly prohibited to sell, trade or display: 

a) Poisonous snakes including those with poisonous glands removed. Others of dangerous kinds can be offered in compliance with V/3.  

b) Carnivorous animals 

c) Animals showing clinical illness symptoms, or wounded animals 

d) Female vertebrates in the 2nd part of their gravidity, feeding females

e) Mammal babies unable to feed themselves

f) Animals listed in app. I CITES, or app. “A” no. 338/97 EC

V) Animal manipulation equipment and tools 

1) Every seller and exhibitor (“partaker”) must secure their own cases the animals are displayed in, traded, or sold so it suits the individual animal. 

2) Animals are placed in the cases so:

a) They cannot hurt themselves mutually (separate aggressive individuals) 

b) They are not in an inappropriate stress (number of individuals inside one case)

c) They have enough space for free movement, minimum case specifications are recommended (multiples of animal body length, turtle carapace, reptiles and caudate amphibians multiples of body length excluding the tail):

· turtles 3x2x2

· lizards and snakes 2x2x2 (terrestrial), 2x2x3 (arboreal)

· amphibians 2x2x2 

· small rodents (mice, hamsters, rats, etc.) are placed in standardized rodents hatchery 

· fish in the air-supplied tanks 

d) so, if required, the animals have a possibility of: 

· Shelter 

· Suitable bottom substrate (lignocelluloses, peat or sand for reptiles, damp plastic foam for amphibians, possibly some caudate amphibians or turtles can be placed in water with a dry place to crawl onto, and strands, hay for mammals, etc. 

· Holding on to something (fixed tree branches for chameleons, etc.) 

· Local heating (heated stones or bulb, which must be installed and shaded so the animals cannot get burned. 

e) Escape-protected case

f) The cases must be equipped with air-vents or grills

3) The cases used can be made of glass or transparent plastic 

4) Dangerous kinds of animals must be placed individually or in pairs in unbreakable transparent cases and must not be removed in compliance with 75/1996

VI) Animal care during the event

1) All partakers are responsible for their animals’ state of health and health condition 

2) Animals must be provided with a constant food and water input 

3) All animals must be placed inside the cases during the event and no manipulation can be carried out, apart from handing the animal over to a new owner. Only their owner is authorized to move and manipulate with the animals

4) Partaker must not sell the animal to a person under 16 years-old without their parents’ or legitimate representative’s permission. 

5) Veterinary supervision of a private vet is secured for the event. He supervises and monitors the reception of the animals and distributes necessary help and consultancy. 

VII) Animal transportation to the event

1) Animals can be transported only in those means of transport that are designed for the purpose and securing well-being for the animals being transported, minimizing the possibility of getting hurt while on transport, enabling a regular examination of their state of health and their well-being to respect technical specifications and obligatory equipment of the means of transport. 

2) No fire manipulation is allowed on the means of transport being used for transporting the animals. No subject that can influence well-being of the animals on the transport negatively or cause any damage to their health (especially irritating substances or inflammables) can be transported simultaneously 

3) All animals must be dealt with most carefully when being discharged and/or take out of the means of transport.

4) All persons to manipulate with animals are advised on the subject of manipulation with animals and personal protection. Undersigned advice is stored and kept by the organizer.  

5) Animal transportation will be organized to comply with act. No. 246/1996, concerning animal protection against cruelty as subsequently amended and regulation no. 193/2004 concerning animal protection on transport. Reptiles will be transported in air-ventilated heated cases.  

VIII) Person advisory 

1) Partakers will obtain one copy of the Animal Protection Regulations and Operating conditions that will be confirmed by a signature.

2)  Organizer secures that: 

a) All animals must be dealt with calmly and positively so their well-being is ensured, will not be irritated or abused and therefore the risk of injury is minimized. 

b) No unauthorized persons are allowed to enter the premises where the animals are being treated. 

c) All persons handling ill or wounded animals must treat these most carefully and any animals that can be dangerous must be treated with special care and securing by another person when treating these is necessary. 

d) When implementing professional actions, i.e. veterinary actions, these must be carried out only by a person authorized and professionally qualified and observed by necessary number of other authorized specialists. 

e) When implementing these actions concerns restless animals, suitable techniques to fixation or sedative preparation must be applied by the authorized veterinary. 

f) All persons to manipulate with animals in any noisy situation or providing other negative stimulus must note that the animals likely to be from different groups and therefore are not used to each other or are about to enter a new unknown area so they can use defensive reactions so they must be dealt with most carefully, especially those wounded.  

IX) Reasons for exclusions of persons or interruption or termination of the event

1) Organizer is obliged to monitor following these regulations and Operating Conditions during the event. 

2) Partaker can be excluded by organizer if: 

a) Animals mentioned in IV/4a-f are offered

b)  Conditions to comply with V/2-4 are not followed

3) Partaker causing a violation of IX/2 can be: 

a) suspended

b) excluded one-time

c) excluded for more than one event or permanently 

See Operating Conditions for more detail of the penalties

4) The event can be interrupted or terminated ahead of schedule by organizer in case of technical difficulties or extreme climatic conditions and is unable to secure conditions suitable for the event inside the hall. 

X) Validity and effectiveness of the regulations

1) These regulations come into effect commencing 1st September 2005

2) These regulations become effective on the day the regulations are inured 

3) Only this and no other version of these regulations is valid. Animal Protection Committee has approved these regulations and any alterations to the regulations must be dealt with and approved by the Animal Protection Committee.
