I) EVENT SPECIFICATION, DATES AND AREAS

1) The event focuses on trading, selling exotic plants, breeding and collectable insect and other invertebrates, terrarium and aquarium animals, collectable products of nature, breeders’ and planters’ supplies and specialist literature. 

2) The event takes place once a month excluding summer holidays.

II) STALLS RENTAL AND REGISTRATION

1) Every person who offers plants, animals or products mentioned herein I/1 for trading or selling (“seller”) are obligated to rent their stall. Any manipulations outside these areas are strictly prohibited.

2) The rental is subscribed at the organizer. For more information contact the organizer.  

3) All reservations can be cancelled under these conditions:

a) 7 and more days ahead of the event – 0%cancellation fee-subscription is refunded to the full extent. 

b) 3 to 6 days before the event - 50% cancellation fee

c) 2 days before the event - 80% cancellation fee

d) 0 to 1 day before the event - 100% cancellation fee – no refund 

The amount mentioned herein above can be transferred onto another, one of the next events if any space available. 

4) The seller must inform the organizer in case of any changes, i.e. conveying the stall to another applicant.

5) Stalls reservations are accepted and received from 8:45 to 9:45. After that the reservation forfeits and the stall becomes available for other applicants. 

6) Between 8:45 and 9:00 only sellers and their assistants (maximum of 2 persons per one stall) are allowed to enter the exhibition hall free of charge. Each partaker obtains an identification label. Please carry this label onto your clothes noticeably. No person without this label will be allowed to enter the exhibition hall free of charge. 

7) Organizer reserves the right to rearrange or shift the seller’s position in case of any operating or organization alterations necessary. 

III) TRADING AND SELLING CONDITIONS

1) Animals can only be traded and/or sold if the conditions of the Animal Protection Regulations of the Friends of Nature WILD EXOTICS approved by the Animal Protection Committee are followed 

2) Every person to sell a dangerous animal advises the buyer of the registration obligations at the appropriate veterinary administration at the place of permanent address.

3) In case any animal escapes, the animal’s owner or person who discovered the escape of the animal must inform the organizer immediately. 

IV) VISITORS

1) All visitors aged 16 to 65 years of age are to pay the full extent of the admission fee.  

2) Concessions concern only children aged from 6 to 15 years of age. For more information on the admission fee contact the organizer. 

3) For all other visitors admission is free. 

V) PENALTIES

1) In case of reservation being cancelled by the seller the cancellation fee applies, see the rates in II/3 of the operating conditions.   

2) If the organizer is advised that any seller violates any regulation (CITES, EU regulations, Environmental act) by the Environmental Inspection, the concerned seller will excluded in the next 1-5 events with no rights for refund. 

3) If the organizer, State Veterinary administrative, or Animal Protection Committee discover that the any conditions mentioned in the Animal Protection Regulations are being violated by the seller, the concerned seller can be suspended or excluded the next 1-5 events with no rights for refund. 

4) The seller can be excluded permanently in case of any serious violation of the conditions in compliance with V/2-3.

VI) GENERAL CONDITIONS, INTERPRETATION CLAUSE

1) Other events or exhibitions can be promoted and advertised only with prior agreement with the organizer. 

2) Strictly no smoking on the premises

3) The sellers are asked to place their identification label with their names and address (company) visibly. 

4) Every partaker agrees to follow the organizers’ instructions. 

5) Please keep the entire area used for exhibition and reconstitute the area after being used. 

6) Organizer is not responsible for any damages or loss during the exhibition 

7) The operating conditions are binding upon all partakers of the exhibition.  

8) All exhibitors, sellers and visitors are referred to as partakers of the exhibition

9) Vertebrates are referred to as animals

10) Any animal included in the regulation no. 75/96 is referred to as a dangerous animal

VII) VALIDITY AND EFECTIVENESS
